Come experience a wealth of  ways to 
incorporate music into your language classroom.  No 
musical experience is  required;  in fact,  if  you struggle with 
using music, this is the workshop for you.  A wealth of 
resources and materials will be provided that can be used 
in class on Monday.  Examples are in French and Spanish.

A2 - From Silence to Confident Speaker: T ransform 
Your Students with Free Software

This  workshop discusses examples of  student activities 
to encourage oral communication among themselves by 
using free software, such as Audacity  and Photostory3.  
The examples include a-synchronous and synchronous 
communication,  but are applicable to any  class that would 
benefit  from students’ presentations and discussions.  
Examples are in French, Japanese, and Spanish.

A3 - Making the Internet W ork for You

Why  “re-invent the wheel” when you have Internet 
resources at  your fingertips?  In this session, participants 
will receive a CD of  website hotlinks pertinent to world 
language classroom activities.  Participants will have time to 
explore these sites and create activities which they  can take 
back to their classrooms and use immediately.  Participants 
are encouraged to bring file storage devices with them to 
this session.  Examples are in French and Spanish.

A4 - CharlotteÕs Web - Creating and Maintaining 
Communicative W eb Pages

Just as E.B. White’s resourceful spider of “Charlotte’s 
Web” was able to create a life-saving web that allowed her 
to communicate important information to the world, in this 
session participants with limited or no knowledge of html 
will be able to create and publish a multi-functional 
teacher’s web site in any language.

B1 - Canciones y poemas en la clase de espa–ol

Different songs and poems that can be used in the 
Spanish classroom with students of  different ages and 
levels  of  knowledge will be presented.

This hands-on workshop 
will  provide a practical way to enhance your classes with 
interactivity  and the latest in effective and engaging 
language learning  materials in MERLOT (Multimedia 
Educational Resource for Learning and Online Teaching).

B3 - Using Blogs in the Foreign Language Classroom

In this hands-on workshop, participants will learn how 
to create a blog and how to up-load pictures, sound clips, 
and video clips to the blog.  Participants will discuss how 
blogs can motivate students to improve their writing and 
reading skills as they  write for a real audience, not only  for 
their teachers.  Examples are in German, but no knowledge 
of the language is necessary.

B4 - Web 2.0 for Language Professionals: WhatÕ s All the  
Hullabaloo?

Web 2.0 refers in part to social networking via the Internet.  
We and our students alike are now potential producers of 
L2 realia, and are empowered to create and share 
research, assignments, and life stories.  This session will 
include demonstration of Web 2.0 sites for language 
educators.  Discussion will discuss the benefits, cautions, 
caveats, and potentials for using Web 2.0 with students and 
colleagues.  Examples are in multiple languages.
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
